 Krishna Kumar joined Kendriya Vidyalaya as trained graduate teacher in 1965. She has been one of the most gifted, committed, enthusiastic and innovative teacher. She formed an organization called the Handicapped Children’s Parents Association (HCPA) for rehabilitating the persons with cerebral palsy, mental retardation, autism and multiple disabilities. She is trustee-member of Uddan, Foundation for Spastic and Mentally Handicapped Persons. Mrs. Krishna Kumar was nominated for the 1000 Women for the Noble Peace Prize 2005.

She was one amongst 1000 women finally chosen by the International Projects Team headed by Dr. Ruth-Gaby Vermot, Initiator and President of the Association Member of Swiss Parliament, Member of the Council of Europe. Her name was officially handed to the Nobel Prize Committee in Oslo.
